Five Things You Should Know About This Poet

j Robert Frost was born in San Francisco, California, to journalist William Prescott Frost, Jr., and teacher Isabelle Moodie.  When Robert was 11 years old, his father died of tuberculosis, leaving the family with just $8.  His mother then moved the family to Lawrence, Massachusetts, where her father-in-law owned a mill.

k Frost graduated from Lawrence High School and was accepted to Dartmouth College, which he attended for only two months before dropping out to help his mother in her teaching.  In 1894, he sold his first poem and then proposed to Elinor Miriam White, who declined because she wanted to finish college before getting married.  Frost left for a tour of Virginia and proposed again on his return.  This time Elinor accepted, and the pair were married at Harvard University, where Frost went to school for two years. Frost actually never graduated from college, though he received over 40 honorary degrees.
 Elinor and Robert Frost produced six children – two sons and four daughters.  Sadly, one son died of cholera at age 8 and the other committed suicide in his 30s.  One daughter died a few days after birth, and another passed away in her early 20s.  Only two children outlived their father. Perhaps unsurprisingly, Frost suffered depression all his life, as did his wife and mother. 

 In 1912, after the failure of their New Hampshire farm, the Frosts moved to England, where they spent the next three years.  Frost established friendships with many of the leading poets of his day and produced two major collections of poetry while abroad. 
 Frost was a prolific and much-admired poet.  He won four Pulitzer Prizes for his work, and spent years teaching at various colleges and universities.  His poetry is known for its charming rural façade.
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
